RECOMMENDATION TO COP15 OF UNFCCC COPENHAGEN 2009. 
By Indigenous Information Network- Nairobi Dec. 2009

Preamble: 

We the Indigenous Peoples of Nomadic Pastoralist, Hunters and Gatherers and the Minority group of East Africa,
Recognizing the fundamental role and contribution Indigenous Peoples and local communities’ in traditional knowledge, innovations and practices in climate change solutions;

Affirming the commitment of the convention and conference of parties on climate change 
Recognizing the participation of Indigenous Peoples and Local communities as observer organizations in the climate discussions,

Further recalling the decisions adopted by the African ministerial Conference on Environment in May, 2009, to develop and submit for adoption of common negoti ating position on a comprehensive international climate change regime beyond 2012,
 Hereby declare and call upon contracting parties attending COP15 of UNFCCC to;

ADAPTATION
1. Build economic and social resilience of indigenous peoples through diversification of economies to reduce dependency on climate change sensitive sectors, including through the use of indigenous knowledge and practices and the strengthening of community organizations
2. Call on Parties to recognize and involve Indigenous Peoples and local communities to fully and effectively participate in design, planning  and implementation processes on REDD and REDD+.

3. Set aside funds for livestock insurance policy, irrigation schemes and land reclamation.

MITIGATION
4. Establish of Indigenous Peoples and local communities’ Expert working group on local adaptation and mitigation measures at all national and sub-national levels as a measure to ensure full and effective participation of Indigenous Peoples and local communities of the region.
5. Incorporate Indigenous Peoples and local communities in early warning and emergency response mechanism in the national planning and implementation processes
SHARED VISION

6. Recognize and respect the rights of Indigenous Peoples and local communities in accordance with international laws and the standards including UNDRIP and ILO Convention 169

7. Seek Indigenous Peoples and local communities free prior informed consent before any project design and implementation
TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER
8. Capacity building and harmonization of technological scientific and Indigenous Peoples and local communities innovation especially traditional knowledge for low carbon technologies
FINANCIAL RESOURCES
9. Setting up an Indigenous Peoples and local communities fund for climate change which should have a component for funding Readiness activities and capacity building activities for Indigenous Peoples and local communities on adaptation and REDD and REDD+
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Include Indigenous Peoples and local communities in financial management to ensure transparency and accountability.
